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The Incredibility of the Resurrection:
A Curious King, Confused Ruler, & Caring Prisoner
(Acts 25:13-25:32)

1. The Curious King visits the Confused Ruler (25:13)
Application: God can break through any stronghold, including generational sin, but it is up to the person to respond in faith.

 2. The Confused Ruler privately issues his concern about the Caring Prisoner to the Curious King (14-21)
Application: The natural man rejects the hope of the Gospel, thinking it to be foolishness. 

 3. The Curious King desires to hear from the Caring Prisoner (22-23)
Application: Curiosity about Jesus that only leads to head knowledge without heart belief only puffs up.

 4. The Confused Ruler publicly presents the Caring Prisoner & his case (24-27)
Application: A good reputation is more valuable than any outward appearance of religion.

 5. The Curious King meets the Caring Prisoner (26:1)
Application: Regardless of any kind of social/economic status you hold, you are either a slave to sin or to God.

 6. The Caring Prisoner addresses the Curious King respectfully (2-3)
Application: Christians should be caring in their speech, knowing how to speak with grace

 7. The Caring Prisoner finds common ground with Curious King (4-5)
Application: Christians should be caring enough to find what common ground they are able to with others.

 8. The Caring Prisoner explains the common hope they share (6-8)
Application: Christians have the only message of hope that a dying world desperately needs to hear and accept.

9. The Caring Prisoner (painfully) shares the rebellious deadness of who he was before he met the Living Risen Jesus Christ (9-12)
Application: BEFORE I met Jesus. Before encountering the Risen Savior, you are dead in sin, blind to truth, and rebellious against God.

 10. The Caring Prisoner shares when he met the Risen Christ (13-18)
Application: WHEN I met Jesus. When you truly believe in Jesus, you believe in a real person raised to life and when you do, He raises you to new life, turning your life around and giving you purpose.

 11. The Caring Prisoner shares the results of His encounter with the Risen Christ (19-23)
Application: AFTER I met Jesus. Believer, you need not fear. You have been freed to live a new empowered life & freed from death’s sting.  Jesus provides everything you need for your new life. 
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
